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Literary Award for Young Russian
Writers and Poets



The Award seeks to find young talented Russian authors capable of writing high-quality fiction and poetry
and making a real contribution to preserving and developing Russian and international literature. It also
provides ongoing support for talented writers, promotes winners on international publisher markets, and
nominates them for major international literary awards, including the Noble Prize for Literature.

The Award competition is open to literary works in Russian written by authors aged 15–35 who have not
been nominated for any national literary award previously. The author’s place of residence is not important.

The Lyceum Literary Award was established in 2017 for
supporting young prose and poetry writers.



The Award is sponsored by Lotte Group, a leading South Korean corporation with over 60 companies
that was established in Seoul in 1967.

Over 2,000 literary works were submitted to the first Lyceum Award competition. About 3,000
books took part in the competition the following year, and over 2,500 books the year after. They
were written by Russian-language writers from different Russian regions as well as the Ukraine,
Belarus, the USA, Korea, Europe and Africa.

Participating authors were 27–28 years old on average.
